92 WICB Promotions

92 WICB also does promotional giveaways everyday. These include information about the

business, such as phone number and location. WICB often gives gift certificates and tickets to
local events to listeners. We recommend that you underwrite the station in addition to doing
promotional giveaways. This allows your business to have maximum exposure on our station.

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WICB Underwriting

Although 92 WICB has a noncommercial license, FCC rules permit such stations to supplement
their budgets by allowing businesses and individuals to underwrite programming. In exchange
for financial contributions, noncommercial stations may broadcast brief "gratis"
announcements to acknowledge support.

Gratis announcements should not be confused with commercials. They are intended to
identify rather than promote supporters of the station. Gratis announcements may contain
the following information:

The name of the business

Its location and telephone number

A slogan that identifies but DOES NOT promote

A value-neutral description of product line(s) and/or services
Brand names, trade names and product or service listings
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Here is an example of a gratis announcement:

“Support for WICB comes in part from Collegetown Bagels, featuring sandwiches, soups,
salads and traditional New York-style bagels at six Ithaca locations, including a bagel/coffee
drive-thru on Route 13. Lunch delivery can be ordered online at Collegetownbagels-dot-
